ALWAYS
hand launder and airdry fabrics con-
taining these materials.

NEVER allow children to operate, play
with, or crawl inside the washer. Close
supervision of children is necessary
when the washer is used near children.
When discarding an old washer,
ALWAYS remove the lid to prevent
accidental entrapment.

NEVER put your hands info the washer
until all motion stops. If the lid is
opened while the basket is spinning,
the basket will automatically stop in
a few seconds.

What Happens in Each Cycle*

Each cycle has been designed for different kinds of fabrics. Numbers on the
dial on each cycie are the minutes of WASH agitation time.

When the Cycle Control Knob is setto a number and pulled out, the washer fills

before agitation and timing starts. Atter agitation starts, the knob turns clock-wise
until it points to OFF and the cycle ends.

than the water level in the washer.

If it isn't:

¢ The washer may seem to be drain-
ing during wash and rinse cycles.

¢ Water can siphon out. (See “Installa-
