The Cycle Indicator Lights show what stage the washer is in. The wash time is the length of the wash
agitation. The 6 MIN light will remain lit during drain and spin. When the Selector knob is set to a new
cycle the Indicator Lights will flash momentarily, showing what stages the cvcle will go through.

Liquid Bleach Dispenser (on some models)
The dispenser dilutes liquid chlorine bleach before it reaches into your wash load.
Check clothing care labels for special instructions.

Measure liquid bleach carefully, following instructions on the bottle.

Bleach Solution: To remove stains on white or
bleachable fabrics, try soaking the stained areain a
container for five minutes in the following solution
and then launder in the washer:
