insulated, and the wall receptacle Is grounded
through the house wiring. The customer should
have the circuit checked by a qualified electrician to
make sure the receptacie is properly grounded,

Disconnect the power cord from the adapter, using
one hand on each. Otherwise, the adapter ground
terminal might break. DO NOT USE the appliance with
a broken adapter plug.

B. SITUATIONS WHEN THE APPLIANCE WILL BE
DISCONNECTED OFTEN.

Do not use an adapter plug in these situations.

Unplugging the power cord frequently can lead to an

eventual breakage of the ground terminal. The wall

power outlet should be replaced by a three-slot

{grounding) outlet instead.

USE OF EXTENSION CORDS

Bacause of potential safety hazards, we strongly
discourage the use of an extension cord. However, if
you wish to use an extension cord, use a CSA
cerlified/UL-listed 3-wire {grounding} extension cord,
rated at 154, 125V,

INSTALLATION REQUIREMENTS

If you use an existing wall sleeve, you should
meaasura its dimensions.

Install the new air conditioner aceording to these
installation instructions o achieve the best
performance, Al wall sleeves used to mount the new
air conditioner must be in good structural condition
and have a rear grille to securely allach the new air
conditioner. (FIG. 1)

Check your available slectrical service. The power
supply available must be the same as that shown on
the unit nameplate (found on lefl side of cabinet).

All models are equipped with a 3-prong service plug
to provide proper service and safe positive
grounding. Do not change plug in any way. Do not
use an adapter plug. If yvour present wall cutlet does
not maich your plug, call a qualified electrician to
make the necessary corractions. SAVE CARTON for
storage and this OWNER'S MANUAL. for future
reference.

We strongly recommend the removal of the
old wall sleeve and the installation of a new
LGE Wall Sleeve.

If you decide to keep the existing wall sleave,
you have to redirect the louvers at the back of
the wall sleeve illustration. The use of pliers is
recommended. if you DO NOT redirect, you
run the risk of poor performance or product
failure.

This reduces the cooling
capacity and also causes an accumulation of frost on the cooling coils,

If the filter becomes turn or damaged you should replace
immediately. Replacement filters are available from your
salesperson, dealer, and the authorized customer service
centers.
