Loading Your Dishwashe-

PREPARING THE LOAD

No hand rinsing is necessary. Scrape leftover food,
bones, toothpicks and other hard items from
dishes silverware, pans, etc. Note: Do not prewash
dishes with liquid detergent as this type detergent
will cause sudsing in the dishwasher. Such sudsing
will slow wash arm and cause poor cleaning and/
or spotting and filming on the dishes.

Certain dried-on foods are more difficult to re-
move if left to dry over a period of time. If dishes
are not going to be washed fairly soon after use,
run a Rinse & Hold Cycle. This cycle rinses most
of the soil from dishes and generally keeps them
moist until the next wash cycle is run.

SPECIAL ITEM LOADING

Fragile or Lightweight Items—Load Stemware,
Glasses and Lightweight items by securing in a
stable manner. The upper rack provides the most
stability for such items.

China or Crystal—A few types of crystal and china
may be damaged by the combined action of high
water temperatures, detergents, and wash action
in a dishwasher. Check china or crystal manu-
facturer’s recommendations because manufactur-
ing processes do vary.

Decorated Fine China manufactured to-
slor safe in automatic dishwashers, Deco-
rations :nder the glaze, thus protected by an over-
glaze, - re usually safe from fading.

While the majority of tableware and cookware
may be sately dishwasher washed, there are some
materials anid tvpes of construction which are not
compatible with dishwasher washing. The follow-
ing 1tems shouid NOT be dishwasher washed un-
less fabeled dishwasher safe by their manufacturer.

Anodized Aluminum—high temperature and de-
tergent ingredients may affect the finish.

Antique or Hand Painted China—may fade if no
protective overglaze.

Cast Iron—High water temperature and detergent
ingredients will remove the seasoning finish and
cause rusting.

Dirilyte— gold colored flatware that is not dish-
washer safe.

Hollow-handle Knives—handles of some knives
are attached to the blades by adhesives that may
loosen during dishwasher washing.

Inexpensive Plastic— check manufacturer’s
recommendations.

Milk Glass — due to the type of material, will turn
vellow with dishwasher washing.

Pewter— high temperature and detergent ingredi-
ents may affect the finish.

Wooden Ware—wood will warp and lose its
finish in dishwasher washing. Specially treated
wood will be marked dishwasher safe by the
manufacturer,

Use an Automatic Dishwasher Detergent like All,
Cascade, Electrasol or Finish. NEVER USE SOAP,
HAND DISHWASHING DETERGENTS, LAUNDRY
DETERGENTS OR LAUNDRY ENZYME PRODUCTS
as they will cause excessive sudsing whiclk slows
down the wash arm action and could cause flooding.

TO CANCEL A CYCLE
The Cycle Selection Dial may be used to cancel
any cycle in progress. If water is present in dish-
washer, turn the dial to the drain portion of a
wash or rinse; you will hear the ‘click’ when the
drain valve opens. Let dishwasher drain com-
pletely. Advance dial to Heavy Wash cycle. This
cancels the cycle. If water is absent from dish-
washer, lift door latch to stop dishwasher action.
Relatch door and advance dial to Heavy Wash
cycle. This cancels the cycle.

To Start a New Cycle—Open dishwasher; check
detergent dispenser to be sure it is properly filled.
Close and latch door; select the desired new cycle.

To Add a Forgotten item

will start exactly where it was stopped.

All cycles can be stopped at any time by unlatching the
door handle. This stops the wash action. However,
opening the door during a cycle lessens the cleaning
power, so try to load all items before starting the cycle.
Any forgotten item should be loaded in the dishwasher
before the Wash portion of the cycle. To restart dish-
washer, latch door handle and push cycle button orig-
inally selected and Energy Saver button, if desired.

Occasionally VAPOR MAY BE NOTICED
COMING OUT AT THE BOTTOM OF THE
DOOR when the dryer fan starts operat-
ing. This vapor is the result of moisture in
the dishwasher being moved by the drying
system. This vapor is not harmful and usu-
ally dissipates very quickly.

Care of Your Dishwasher

CLEANING

Dishwasher Exterior

Control Panels—to clean always use mild soap
and water. Never use an abrasive or harsh, strong
liquid or powder cleanser.

Stainless Steel Tops, fronts and sides on sink com-
bination models—for routine cleaning of the
stainless steel sink, sponge with a cloth and soap,
ammonia, or detergent and water. Then rinse with
clear water and wipe dry.

Hard water spots and scale can be removed by
wiping sink with a vinegar soaked cloth. Rinse
with water and dry.

Tightly adhering mineral deposits may be re-
moved by use of a midly abrasive cleanser, such
as Zud, applied with a damp cloth, rubbing in the
same direction as the polish lines of the metal
surface.

Wood or Enamel Fronts and Sides—clean with
cheesecioth or other soft cloth and a mild, non-
abrasive soap and water solution. Do not use
paper towels. Care of Wood Top on Convertible
Portables—see page 16.



Care of Your Dishwasher

Dishwasher Interior

Porcelain Enamel Interior seldom needs cleaning.
However, because of a possible accumulation of
mineral deposits from the water, you may want to
wipe it out occasionally. Use a very mild scouring
powder such as Bon Ami. See chart, page 18, for
additional method of removing hard water film.

Drain Air Gap

Some state or local plumbing codes require the
addition of a drain air gap between a built-in
dishwasher and the drain system of the home.
The drain air gap is usually located on top of the
sink or countertop near the dishwasher. THIS
PLUMBING DEVICE IS NOT PART OF THE
KITCHENAID DISHWASHER. Periodic cleaning of
the drain air gap is required to prevent partial or
complete biockage which would in turn prevent
the dishwacher from draining properly. The war-
ranty provided with the dishwasher does not
cover service costs directly associated with the
cleaning or sepair of this external device.

FILTRATION SYSTEM

The water in vour dishwasher is being continuously
filtered by a visible, two part filtration system. The
fine filter (C) traps food soils and prevents them
from recirculating and redepositing on dishes. The
fine filter (C) may need cleaning occasionally ~nd
can be easily lifted out. TO REMOVE the fine filter,
lift lower wash arm straight up. Lift filter out. TO
REPLACE, clip filter over the pump assembly under
the wash arm, and then replace wash arm.

When replacing wash arm, be sure that water
holes are facing up as shown in photo. If fine
filter needs cleaning often, check underside of
wash arm for blockage of the single spray nozzle
{F). Clean out with a toothpick.

The coarse strainer (D) collects bones, plts
toothpicks or other large items which may have
mistakenly gotten into the dishwasher. On occa-
sion, check the strainer for such items. The coarse
strainer may be easily removed if necessary. TO
REMOVE coarse strainer lift strainer out by
squeezing center section (D) and remove. TO
REPLACE, squeeze center section so clips snap
into square notch.

Overflow Protection Float—The blue float (E)
in the front left corner of the dishwasher tank
prevents the dishwasher from overflowing. The
float must be in place for the dishwasher to
operate.

Energy Savings and Your Dishwasher

Your new dishwasher has been designed to maxi-
mize energy savings both in your dishwasher and
throughout your entire house.

Your dishwasher automatically heats the first
water fill on all wash cycles to approximately
150°F (66°C). This means that the home water
heater can be turned down to allow for 120°F
{49°C) water inside the dishwasher rather than
140°F (60°C)—thus saving 10% or more of your
total household water heating energy.

If water temperature is 120°F (49°C) in the
dishwasher tank, it will take approximately 15
minutes to heat the first water fill to 150°F (66°C).
Water temperatures above 120°F (49°C) in the
dishwasher will shorten the cycle time and water
temperatures below 120°F (49°C) will lengthen
cycle time and possibly decrease washing per-
formance.

Further energy savings can be achieved by using
the Energy Saver—Dry Heat Off button. This fea-
ture turns “OFF” the external air heater used
during the dry and allows the fan to circulate the
warm air inside the tank.

FLASH DRYING

Because of the heat built-up in the dishes through-
out the wash cycle, dishes can be ““Flash Dried.”
Flash drying is a process where the water evap-
orates very quickly off the dishes. To do this
for Patrician Model, push Cancel Cycle button
after final rinse; when dry light goes out, open
door and pull out racks. To do this for Imperial
and Custom models, advance dial to Double
Wash cycle; open door and pull out racks.
NOTE: In hard water areas, flash drying will in-
crease the likelihood of spotting and filming in
the dishwasher.

USE ENERGY WISELY

The following tips will help maximize energy

savings using your KitchenAid dishwasher.

* Operate your dishwasher only when it is
fully loaded.

* Do not rinse dishes before loading the dish-
washer.

* Run the dishwasher at night during summer
months to reduce heat load during the day.

* Turn down home water heater to allow for
120°F (49°C) water coming in the dishwasher.

* Use the Energy Saver—Dry Heat Off button.

Convertible Portables

Convertibles are essentially built-in dishwashers
with portability features added. They must be
connected to the sink faucet and an electrical
outlet to operate.

Faucet Adapter Kit

An adapter kit, furnished with your dishwasher
has an aerator faucet adapter with all parts neces-
sary to connect the coupler to most faucets with
external or internal threads.

If the adapter cannot be used on your faucet,
other adapters may be obtained from your
KitchenAid dealer or distributor, a plumbing sup-
ply dealer or a hardware store.

CARE OF DISHWASHER TOP

The maple wood top is prefinished with a protec-
tive lacquer seal. For daily care, wipe with a damp
cloth after using. To remove stubborn stains, let
dampened scouring powder remain in contact
with the wood for three to five hours. Then wipe
away with a damp cloth.

After an extended period of use it may be neces-
sary to recondition the top. To recondition, lightly
sand off all remaining lacquer; saturate a clean
cloth with mineral oil and wipe on. Allow over-
night absorption. Repeat oil treatment the follow-
ing day and allow to stand four to six hours before

removing excess oil with soft, dry cloth. The top
is then ready for use. Repeat this treatment every
six to eight months as necessary.

CONVERTING TO A BUILT-IN

There are no additional parts needed to convert
your portable to a built-in dishwasher. Instructions
were packaged with your dishwasher. If you have
