Microwave oven controls

- Number Pads your electricity was off for a while. Reset the Clock. 

Instructions for each control are covered on the 
following pages. Read them carefully. 

Digital displav/clock and

When you are not 
using the microwave 
oven, this is an accu- 
rate digital clock. 
When you are using the 
microwave oven, it 
displays time settings, 
indicator lights and 
shows what number 
pads you touched. 

Command pads 
Touch Command Pads 
to tell the microwave 
oven what to do and in 
what order. A few 
examples: 
-CLOCK SET tells the 

oven you are going 
to set the clock. 

- START tells the oven 
to stat-t.

Each Command Pad, (except START, CANCEL 
and CLOCK SET] lights an Indicator Light on 
the digital display. The Indicator Light comes 
on when you touch the Command Pad.

Programming tone 
Each time you touch a pad you will hear a tone. If you don’t hear a tone, it is because the 
instruction is not correct, or because the tones have been removed. 

EXAMPLE: If you touch a Number Pad before you touch a Command Pad, you will not 
hear a tone. The instruction is not correct.

Setting the clock 
When the oven is first plugged in, a tone sounds and the display shows 88:88. If the 
electric power ever goes off, the display will again show all 8’s when the power comes 
back on. 
You can cook or use the Minute Timer without setting the clock, but the display will be 
blank after cooking. 

DO THIS... THIS HAPPENS... 

1. Touch CLOCK SET. 

2. Touch Number Pads for the 
correct time of day. 

The Display will show a “0” and 
the colon will start to flash. The 
first Number Pad must be touched 
within 5 seconds or the Display will 
go blank. Touch CLOCK SET again 
and continue. 

The Display will show what numbers 
you touched in the order you 
touched them. This example shows 
3:25. 

The colon will stop flashing. The Clock 
is set. 

3. Touch START. 

If you have touched in an incorrect 
time, such as12:65, “Err” will show on 
the Display. Touch CLOCK SET and 
start over. 

NOTE: To Etfhe clock, touch CLOCK SET. The current time will show on the Display 
and the colon will flash. Continue to set the clock as shown above. 



Using the minute timer 
The Minute Timer does not start or stop cooking. It can be used alone or while the oven is 
operating. It works like a kitchen timer. 

DO THIS... THIS HAPPENS...

1. Touch MINUTE TIMER. 

2. Touch Number Pads for 
minutes and seconds.

The Minute Timer indicator Light will 
come on and the Display will show a 
“0:’ The first Number Pad must be 
touched within 5 seconds or the 
Display will again show the time of 
day. Touch MINUTE TIMER again and 
continue. 

The Display will show what numbers 
you touched in the order you 
touched them. This example shows 
1 minute, 45 seconds. 

The MINUTE TIMER indicator Light will 
stay on to show that the Minute Timer 
is running. 

The Display counts down the 
seconds to show how much time is 
left on the Minute Timer. 

When the set time is up, a 3 second 
signal will sound and the Display 
will show the time of day. 

Changing the minute timer 
-Touch MINUTE TIMER. 
-Touch numbers to set new time. 
- Touch START. 
New instructions cancel the old 
ones. 

Cancelling the minute timer. 
-Touch MINUTE TIMER. 
-Touch CANCEL. Note. Touch MINUTE 

TIMER before touching CANCEL to 
cancel just the Minute Timer. If 
CANCEL is touched first, all cook- 
ing instructions will be cancelled 
and the Minute Timer will continue 
to operate. 

The Minute Timer can be set to time other activities while the oven is operating 
in any other cycle. The Display will countdown the time of the cycle in oper- 
ation The Minute Timer will continue to countdown, but will not show on the 
Display. When the time is up, a 3 second signal will sound. 

Opening the oven door does not stop the Minute Timer countdown; however, it 
does stop any cooking or defrosting. Close the door and touch START to continue 
cooking or defrosting. 



Cooking in your microwave oven 
Be sure to read the MICRO MENUS’ Cookbook packed with the microwave oven. 
It contains information about: 

l What microwave energy is. 
l How food is cooked by microwave energy. 
l What affects cooking speed and cooking evenness. 
l Safety tips. 
l Utensils to us,e when cooking in a microwave oven. 
l Cooking times for different foods. 

Important things to remember to get the best cooking results. 
l ALWAYS cook food for the minimum recommended cooking time. If necessary, add time 

in one or two minute periods, then check for doneness to avoid overcooking the food. 
l Stir, turn or rearrange the food being cooked about halfway through the cooking time 

for most even doneness with all recipes. 
l If a glass cover is not available, use waxpaper, paper towels or microwave approved 

plastic wrap. Turn back a corner to vent steam during cooking.

The COOK Indicator Light will come on 
and the Display will show four 0’s. 

The Display will show the numbers you 
touched in the order you touched 
them. The example shows 1 minute, 30 
seconds. 

The oven will automatically cook at 
high Cook Power. 

The COOK Indicator Light will stay on to 
show that the oven is cooking in the 
first cycle.

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Changing the cooking time 

The display counts down the time to 
show how much time is left in the first 
cycle. 

When the cooking time ends, “End” 
will show on the Display and 4 beeps 
will sound. (You can stop the beeping 
by opening the door or by touching 
CANCEL.) “End” will remain on the 
Display and a beep will sound every 
30 seconds (to remind you that food 
is left in the oven) until door is opened 
or CANCEL is touched. The Display 
will then show the time of day. 

Cooking time can be changed any time before touching START or during the cycle: 

1 Touch COOK. 
2. Touch numbers for the new time. 
3. Touch START. 

Cook will continue cooking for the new time. 

Cooking at lower cook powers 
For best results, some recipes call for lower Cook Powers. The lower the Cook Power, the 
slower the cooking. Each Number Pad also stands for a different percentage of Cook Power. 
Many recipes in your MICRO MENUS” Cookbook tell you, by number, which Cook Powerto use. 
Recipes in other books and magazines may tell you by name (HI, MED, LO, etc.) or 
percentage (10%. 50%, 80%, etc.). 

The following chart gives the percentage of Cook Power each Number Pad stands for, and Cook 
Power name usually used. 

automatic 100% of full power HIGH 
9 = 90% of full power 
8 = 80% of full power 
7 = 70% of full power MED-HIGH 
6 = 60% of full power 
5 = 50% of full power MED 

4 = 40% of full power 
3 = 30% of full power MED-LOW 
2 = 20% of full power 
1 = 10% of full power LOW 
0 = no power (fan and light will be off)

Using AUTO SE? 
Auto Set TIME and TEMP are preset cooking cycles which store commonly used cooking 
times and probe temperature settings. 

Auto Set TIME 
Auto Set TIME provides ten preset times. One to nine minutes at HIGH cook power can 
be set by touching TIME and the corresponding number padl-9. This provides a short-cut 
method for setting commonly used cooking times. 

The AUTO SET chart included with your microwave oven and the AUTO SET guide on the 
inner door panel help you use TIME to cook various food items without having to look up 
the cooking times. 

A preset time of 2 minutes, 30 seconds at HIGH cook power is available by touching just 
the TIME pad. The time may be changed to any time from O-99 minutes, O-99 seconds 
allowing you to store your favorite cooking time and Cook Power. See page 12 for 
instructions. 

DO THIS... 

1. Put food in the oven and 
close the door. 

2. Touch TIME 
(Option: Skip to step 6 if 
you want to use the pre- 
set cooking time and 
Cook Power.) 

3. Touch a Number Pad for 
the new cooking time you 
want from 1 to 9 minutes.

If you 
selected a Cook Power other than 
high, the Cook Power Signal Light 
will also come on. This shows you 
the oven is cooking at a selected 
Cook Power. 

The Display counts down the time 
to show how much cooking time 
is left. 

For 2 of every 10 seconds, the 
Display will show the Cook Power 
you selected, if you are using a 
Cook Power other than high. 

When Auto Set ends, “End” will 
show on the Display and 4 beeps 
will sound. (You can stop the 
beeping by opening the door or 
by touching CANCEL.) “End” will 
remain on the Display and a beep 
will sound every 30 seconds (to 
remind you that food is left in the 
oven) until the door is opened or 
CANCEL is touched. The Display 
will then show the time of day. 

You can set COOK to follow Auto Set TIME, if desired. Touch in instructions for”Cooking in 
your microwave oven:’ page 8; or “Cooking at lower cook powers:’ page 9. 

Changing the pre-programmed setting 
You can change the pre-programmed cooking time and Cook Power in AUTO SET TIME to the 
time and power you most often use. To change the AUTO SET TIME setting, follow these steps. 
1. Place food in the oven and close the door. 
2. Touch TIME twice. 
3. Touch the Number Pads for the new desired cooking time. If high Cook Power is desired, 

skip to Step 6. 
4. Touch COOK POWER. 
5. Touch the Number Pad forthe desired Cook Power. 
6. Touch START. The oven will cook at the new cooking time and Cook Power you selected. 

After the cooking is complete, the oven will remember that time and Cook Power for 
future use. NOTE: If the electric power ever goes off, the oven will go back to the 
pre-programmed 2 minutes, 30 seconds at high Cook Power setting. 



Auto Set TEMP 
Auto Set TEMP provides ten preset probe temperature settings. One hundred ten (110) to 
one hundred ninety (190) degrees at 70% cook power can be set by touching TEMP and 
the corresponding number pad l-9. This provides a short-cut method for setting com- 
monly used probe temperatures. The AUTO SET chart included with your microwave oven 
and the AUTO SET guide on the inner door panel help you use TEMP to cook various food 
items without having to look up the temperature. 
A preset temperature of 165°F at HIGH cook power is available after inserting the probe 
by touching just the TEMP pad. This temperature may be changed to any temperature 
from 90°F to 200°F allowing you to store your favorite cooking temperature and cook 
power. See page 14 for instructions. 

DO THIS... 

I. Put food in the oven and 
close the door. 

2. Touch TEMP. 
(Option: Skip to step 6 if 
you want to use the pre- 
set temperature and 
Cook Power.) 

3. Touch a Number Pad for 
the new temperature you 
want from 110°F to 190°F. 

4. Touch COOK POWER. 
(Option: Skip to Step 6 if 
you want to cook at 70% 
power.) 

5. Touch a Number Pad for 
the Cook Power you want. 

THIS HAPPENS... 

The AUTO SET Indicator Lights 
will come on and the Display will 
show 165°F (or the temperature 
you have programmed as your 
favorite cycle). 

The Display will show what you 
touched in degrees Fahrenheit. 
This example shows 140°F. NOTE: 
Cook Power of 70% is preset 
on TEMP settings 1-9. 

The COOK POWER Indicator Light 
will come on and the Display 
will show “P-70” 

The Display will show what you 
touched. This example shows you 
touched Number Pad 5 for 50% of 
full power.

6. Touch START. 

When the probe senses the tem- 
perature you selected, the oven 
shuts off. “End” will show on the 
Display and 4 beeps will sound. 
[You can stop the beeping by 
opening the door or by touching 
CANCEL.) “End” will remain on the 
Display and a beep will sound every 
30 seconds (to remind you that 
food is left in the oven] until door 
is opened or CANCEL is touched. 
The Display will then show the time 
of day. 

NOTE: You can set Auto Set TEMP to follow COOK. 
Auto Set TEMP can be programmed with the temperature probe out, but the oven will 
pause between the last Cook cycle and TEMP’PROB” will show on the Display to remind 
you to plug in the probe. 

The AUTO SET and PROBE TEMP 
Indicator Lights will stay on. 
The Display will show “COOL” to 
show the food is less than 90°F 
As the food cooks the Display will 
show the internal temperature of 
the food for every 5°F increase. 

For 2 of every 10 seconds, the 
Display will show the Cook Power 
you selected, if you are using a 
Cook Power other than high. 

Changing the pre-programmed setting 
You can change the pre-programmed temperature and Cook Power in Auto Set TEMP 
to the temperature and power you most often use. To change the Auto Set TEMP setting, 
follow these steps: 

1. Insert at least% of the temperature probe into the food. 
2. Place food in the oven and close the door. 
3. Touch TEMP twice. 
4. Touch the Number Pads for the new desired temperature between 90 ‘F and 200 F 

If high Cook Power is desired, skip to Step 6. 
5. Touch COOK POWER. 
6. Touch the Number Pad for the desired Cook Power. 
7. Touch START. The oven will cook to the new temperature at the Cook Power you 

selected. After the cooking is complete, the oven will remember that temperature and 
Cook Power for future use. NOTE: If the electric power goes off, the oven will go 
back to the pre-programmed 165°F at high Cook Power setting. 

Additional information: 
l Temperature may be changed after START is touched by touching TEMP the new 

number and START. 
. Auto Set TEMP will follow the COOK cycle if programmed. 
l “PROB” will show on the Display after START is touched if the probe IS not plugged 

into the oven. This will only appear when Auto Set TEMP has been selected atone, or 
between the last COOK cycle and Auto Set TEMP selection, 

l “ERR” will show on the Display after START is touched, if an incorrect temperature has 
been selected [under 90 F or over 2OO’F). 

l See “Hints for using the temperature probe” on pages 18 and 19. 
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Defrosting 
Use QUICK DEFROST to thaw frozen food before cooking. For suggested defrost times, see 
the guide behind the oven door or in your MICRO MENUS” cookbook.

3. Touch Number Pads for the 
defrosting time you want.

The QUICK DEFROST Indicator Light 
will come on and the Display will 
show four 0’s. 

The Display will show the number 
you touched in the order you 
touched them. This example 
shows 2 minutes, 45 seconds. 

The QUICK DEFROST Indicator Light 
will stay on to show that the oven is in 
the Quick Defrost Cycle. 

The Display counts down the time to 
show how much defrosting time is left 

When the defrost time ends, “End” will 
show on the Display and 4 beeps will 
sound. (You can stop the beeping by 
opening the door or by touching 
CANCEL.) “End” will remain on the 
Display and a beep will sound every 30 
seconds (to remind you that food is 
in the oven) until door is opened or 
CANCEL is touched. The Display will 
then show the time of day. 

For best results, allow the food to stand for a while after defrosting. This helps equalize the 
temperature of the food to provide more even defrosting. 

When COOK follows QUICK DEFROST, the oven automatically provides a standing time equal 
to the time touched in for QUICK DEFROST. COOK will begin afterthe automatic standing time. 

About the WJICK DEFROST” Cycle 
The microwave oven automatically divides the time set for the QUICK DEFROST Cycle into 
three equal parts: 
First part. 80% of full Cook Power 
Second part 50% of full Cook Power 
Thirdpart I’.“.. 1’ .,.,... 20% of full Cook Power 

This automatic step-down in Cook Power helps defrost food quickly and completely, 



Changing or adding defrost time 
You can change the defrosting time any time before or after touchrng START. 

. Touch QUICK DEFROST. 
l Touch numbers for new time. 
l Touch START 

Any new tlme setting made while QUICK DEFROST is operating will conttnue the 
defrosttng at only 20% of full power. 

The best time to change the setting is near the end of the QUICK DEFROST Cycle. 

l Open the door. 
l Check the food with long-tined fork; if center area is hard frozen, set additional time.

Wipe often with warm sudsy 
water and a soft cloth or 
sponge. 

For stubborn soil, boil a cup 
of water in the oven for 2 or 3 
minutes.

Abmslve cleansers, steel wool pads, gritty wash cloths, 
etc., can damage the control panel, and the lnterlor and 
exterior oven surfaces.

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How your microwave oven works 
Microwave ovens are safe. Microwave energy is not hot. It causes food to make its own 
heat, and it’s this heat that cooks the food. 

Microwaves are like TV 
waves or light waves. you 
can’t see them, but you can 
see what they do 

Microwaves pass through 
glass, paper and plastic with- 
out heating them so food ab- 
sorbs the energy. Microwaves 
bounce off metal pans so 
food does not absorb the 
energy.

A magnetron in the micro- 
wave oven produces micro- 
waves. The microwaves 
move into the oven where 
they are scattered or stirred 
by a mode mixer (like a fan]

Microwaves may not reach 
the center of a roast. The heat 
around the outside is what 
cooks the roast all the way 
through.
