or more. HYDROGEN GAS IS EXPLOSIVE. If the hot water system has not been used for such a period, before using the washer,
turn on all hot water faucets and let the water flow from each for several minutes. Thiswill release any accumulated hydrogen gas.
Hydrogen gas is flammable; do not smoke or use an open flame during this time.

To prevent fire, do not use heat to dry items containing plastic, foam rubber or similarly textured rubberqike
materials, or items containing feathers or down. Use Air Fluff (No Heat) only.

Clean the dryer lint screen before or after each load. The interior ofthe dryer, lint screen housing and exhaust duct
should be(:leaned approximately every 18 months by qualified service person nel. An excessiveamount of lint build-u p inthese areas
could result in inefficient drying and possible fire. See Care and Cleaning, pages 1I-13.

Do not operate the dryer if the lint screen is blocked, damaged or missing. Fire hazard, overheating and damage
to fabrics can occur. If your dryer has a drying rack, always replace the lint screen when finished using the drying rack.

Keep area around the exhaust opening and surrounding areas free from the accumulation of lint, dust and dirt.

Tile
motor will stop if it becomes overheated. The washer will automatically restart after
a cool down period of up to 30 minutes, if the washer has not been manually turned
off during this time.

Washing Procedures

Sort laundry into loads that can be
washed together.

, Always read and follow fabric care and laundry product labels.

To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock, or injury to persons, read
Important Safety Instructions, pages 2- 3, before operating th is washer.

3. Sort laundry into loads that can be washed together.
Sort items by recommended water temperatures, wash time, and agitate/spin
speeds.
• Separate white, light, and colorfast items from dark and noncolorfast items.

Separate items which shed lint from items which attract lint. Permanent
press, synthetic, knit and corduroy items will pick up lint from towels, rugs
and chenille bedspreads.
Separate heavily soiled items from lightly soiled items.
Separate lacy, sheer and loosely knit items from sturdy items.

2. Prepare items for washing.
• Empty pockets.
• Brush off lint and dirt. Shake out rugs and beach towels.
• Closezippers, fasten hooks, tie strings and sashes,and remove nonwashable

trims and ornaments.

• Remove pins, decorative buttons, belt buckles, and other objects which
could be damaged. This also helps protect other items in the wash load.

• Mend rips and tears to prevent further damage during washing.
• Place delicate items such as bras and hosiery in amesh bag to prevent

tangling during the wash cycle.
• Turn knit items inside out to prevent pilling.

• Combine large and small items in a load. Load targe items first. Large

items should notbe morethan haffthetotal wash toad.

Washing a single item, such as a sweater, bath towel or jeans, is
not recommended. As the machine tumbles the load prior to final spin,
it may sensean out-of-balance load. If an out-of-balance load is
sensed, the washer will stop briefly and tumble for a short time to try to
balance the load. This stop4umble action may occur several times
before the end of the o!tie. If tile load can not be evenly balanced,
items may feel wet at the end of tile cycle. Adding 1 or 2 similar items
will help balance the load.

If a load becomes tangled and out-of-balance, it may be necessaryto
rearrange the load by hand. Stop the washer by pushing in the cycle
selector knob and open the door. Remove the load, untangle the items
and return the load to the tub. Close the door and restart washer.

A single bulky item, such as a bedspread, comforter or sleeping bag,
can be laundered without adding extra items to tile load.

Tile washer can befully loaded, but tile items should not be tightly packed.
The door should close easily.
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OPENING AND CLOSING THE DISPENSER DRAWER

Slowly open the dispenser drawer by first sliding the
safety latch to the right, then pulling the drawer out
until it stops.
After adding laundry products,slowly closethe dispenser
drawer. Closing the drawer too quickly could result in
early dispensing of the bleach and fabric softener.
Dispenser drawer should be completely closed for
powdered detergent, bleach and fabric softener to
despense.
Laundry products usedwith powder or liquid detergent,
suchascolor-safe bleach, water conditioner, detergent
booster, and enzyme products should be added to the
empty tub before loading.

Note: From timetotimeyou may seewater in the bleach
and fabric softener compartments. This is a result of the
siphoning action and ispart of the normal operation of the
washer.

Add measureddetergent to the detergent compartment
of the dispenser drawer.
Detergent isflushed from the dispenseratthe beginning
of the cycle. Either powdered or liquid detergent can
be used. Note; Liquid detergent will drain into the
washer drum as it is added.

Because
reducing the amount of detergent may reducecleaning,
it isimportant to pretreat stains, sort carefully by color
and soil level, and avoid overloading.

For best results, avoid oversudsing.
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LIQUID BLEACH
If desired, measure out the recommended amount of
liquid chlorine bleach (not to exceed 1/3 cup (80 mL))
and pour it into the center compartment labeled
"Liquid Bleach" and marked with this symbolS.
Do not exceed tile maximum fill line. Overfilling can
cause early dispensing of the bleach which could result
in damaged clothes.
Do not pour undiluted liquid chlorine bleach directly
onto the load or into the drum. Fabric damage can
Occur.

• Do not use powdered bleach in the dispenser.

If desired, pour the recommended amount of fabric:

Dilute concentrated softeners with warm water to tile

Close the washer door and pull out the cycle selector knob. For your safety, tile
door will automatically lock during the entire wash cycle. The Door Lock indicator
light will remain lit until the cycle ends.

• Do not open the dispenser drawer when the washer is running.

Do not slam the washer door closed or try to force the door open when
locked (Door Lock light ON). This could result in damage to the washer.

DO NOTleave the washer door open. An open door could entice children to
hang on tile door or crawl inside the washer.

To avoid damaging the washer and personal injury, DO NOT hang on or lean
against the washer door.

Do not place detergent, bleach or fabric softener containers on top of the
washer. They can damage the finish or controls.

Stain Removal

Do not use or mix
liquid chlorine bleach with other
household chemicals such as toilet
cleaners, rust removers, acid or
products containing ammonia.

Safe Stain Removal Procedures

_To reduce the risk of fire or serious injury to persons or property,
comply with the basic warnings listed below:

Read and comply with all instructions on stain removal products.

Keep stain removal products in their original labeled containers and out of
children's reach.

Thoroughly wash any utensil used.

Do not combine stain removal products, especially ammonia and chlorine
bleach. Dangerous fumes may result.

Never wash items which have been previously (:leaned in, washed in, soaked
in or spotted with gasoline, dry cleaning solvents or other flammable or
explosive substances because they give off vapors that could ignite or
explode.

Never use highly flammable solvents, such as gasoline, inside the home.

Common Washing Problems
Manywashing problems involve poor soil and stain removal, residuesof lint and scum, and fabric damage. For satisfactory washing
results, follow these suggestions provided by The Soap and Detergent Association.

Drying Rack (some mode_s)
Usethe drying rack to dry items which should not be tumble dried.

1. Open the dryer door and remove the lint screen.

2. Insert drying rack into the dryer drum. Placethe front bar under the lip of the lint
screen opening.

3. Place items to be dried on top of rack. Weight should not exceed 10 Ibs. Leave
space between items, but do not let items hang over the sides or through the
grids. Do not tumble other items when using the drying rack.

4. Selecta timed dry setting best suited for items being dried. Useonly the Air Fluff
(no heat) temperatu re setting for items containing plastic, foam rubber, rubber-
like materials, feathers or down.

5. When items are dry, remove the rack and replace the lint screen. If lint screen
isnot in place, tumbling items could enter the exhaust system and causedamage
to the dryer.

Common Drying

Many drying problems involve poor cleaning results, poor soil and stain removal, residues of lint and scum, and fabric damage.
For satisfactory drying results, follow these suggestions provided by The Soap and Detergent Association.

Do not use any type of spray cleanserwhen cleaning the dryer interior. Hazardous
fumes or electrical shock could occur.

Cleaning the Dispenser Drawer Area
Detergent and fabric: softener may build up in the dispenser drawer. Residueshould
be removed once or twice a month.

Remove the drawer by first sliding the safety latch to the right, then pulling
the drawer out until it stops. (Figure 1)

Reach back into the left rear corner of the drawer cavity and press down
firmly on the lock tab (left rear portion of the drawer). Pull out the drawer.
(Figure 2)

Remove the inserts from the bleach and fabric softener compartments.
(Figure 3)

Rinse the drawer and inserts with hot tap water to remove traces of
accumu lated powders and liquids. Largeamounts of fabric softener residue
may indicate improper dilution or more frequent cleaning is required.

To clean the drawer opening, use a small brush to clean the recess.Remove
all residue from the upper and lower parts of the recess. (Figure 4)

Return the bleach and fabric softener insertstotheir proper compartments.
Replacethe dispenser drawer and run the short wash cycle without any wash
load in the drum.

Inside

Remove items from the washer as soon asthe cycle ends. Excesswrinkling, color
transfer, and odors may develop in items left in the washer.

• Beforecleaningthewasherinterior, unplugtheelectricalpowercordtoavoid
electrical shock hazards.

Dry around the washer door opening, flexible gasket, and door glass. Theseareas
should always be clean to ensure a water tight seal.

When extremely soiled items have been washed, a dirty residue may remain on
the drum. Remove this by wiping the drum with a nonabrasive household
cleanser. Rinsethoroughly with water.

The plastic drum vanes may become stained from fabric dye. Clean these parts
with anonabrasive household cleanser. Thisprevents dyetransfer to future loads.

Inside the Dryer
• Clean the dryer lint screen after every load. Lint build-up in the screen restricts

air flow, which causes longer drying times. The screen is located at the bottom
of the door opening. Remove by pulling straight up. Remove the lint and replace
the screen.

• Occasionally awaxy build-up mayform on the lint screenfrom using dryer-added
fabric softener sheets. To remove this build-up, wash the lint screen in warm,
soapy water. Dry thoroughly and replace. Do not operate the dryer without the
lint screen in place.

• Ifthe dryer drum becomes stained from noncolorfast fabrics, clean thedrum with
a damp cloth and a mild liquid household cleanser. Remove cleanser residue
before drying the next load.

• Every 18 months an authorized servicer should clean the dryer cabinet interior
and exhaust duct. These areas can collect lint and dust over time. An excessive

amount of lint build-up could result in inefficient drying and possible fire hazard.

Outside
• When laundering is completed, wipe cabinet with a damp cloth. Turn water

faucets off to prevent pressure build-up in the hoses.

• Clean the cabinet with mild soap and water. Never use harsh, gfltty or
abrasive cleansers, If the cabinet becomes stained, (:lean with diluted chlorine
bleach [I/2 cup (120 ml) in 1quart (.95 L)water]. Rinseseveral times with clear
water.

• Remove glue residue from tape or labels with amixture of warm water and mild
detergent. Or, touch residue with the sticky side of the tape or label.

5. Set cycle selector knob at a spin setting. Pull out knob and let washer spin for
1 minute to drain out all water. Not all of the RV antifreeze will be expelled.

6. Push in knob, unplug electrical power cord, dry tub interior, and close door.
7. Store washer in an upright position.
8. To remove antifreeze from washer after storage, run empty washer through a

complete cycle using detergent. Do not add wash load.

Avoid Service Checklist
Before calling for service, review this list. It may save both time and expense. The list includes common concerns that are not the
result of defective workmanship or materials in this laundry center.
