MU Use proper flame size—Adjust flame size
s0 it does not extend beyond the edge of the utensil. The
use of undersized utensils will expose a portion of the
burner flame to direct contact and may result in ignition of
clothing. Proper relationship of utensil to flame will also
improve efficiency.

TR el Do not use stove top grills on the burner
grates of sealed gas bumers. If you use a stove top grill
on a sealed gas burner, it will cause incomplete
combustion and can result in exposure to carbon
monoxide levels above allowable current standards. This
can be hazardous to your health.

+« Know which knob controls each surface burner.
Place a pan of food on the burner before turning it on,
and turn the burmer off before removing the pan.

+  Always turn the knob to the full LITE position when
igniting top burners. Visually check that burner has lit.

= Use proper pan size. This appliance is equipped with
one or more surface bumers of different sizes. Select
utensils having flat bottoms large enough to cover the
surface burner. The use of undersized utensils will
expose a portion of the surface burner to direct contact
and may resultin ignition of clothing.

¢ Utensil handles should be turned inward and not
extend over adjacent surface burners. Toreduce the
risk of burns, ignition of flammable materials, and
spillage due to unintentional contact with the utensil, the
handle of the utensil should be positioned so that itis
turned inward, and does not extend to adjacent surface
burners.

should break, cleaning solutions and spillovers may
penetrate the broken cocktop and create a risk of
electric shock.

s Clean cooklop glass with caution—If a wet sponge or
cloth is used to wipe spills on a hot cooking area, be
careful to avoid a steam burn. Some cleaners can
produce harmful fumes if applied io a hot surface.

s Avoid scratching the cooktop glass with sharp
objects.

IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS FOR USING
YOUR OVEN

s Use care when opening oven door or warm & serve
drawer {if equipped)}—Stand to the side of the range
when opening the door of a hot oven. Let hot air or
steam escape before you remove or replace food in the
oven/ warm & serve drawer.

+ Keep oven vent ducts unobstructed. The ovenventis
located ai the center rear of the cookiop. Touching the
surfaces in this area when the oven is operating may
cause severe burns. Also, do not place plastic or heat-
sensitive items on or near the oven vent. These ilems
could melt or ignite.

» Placement of oven/warm & serve drawer (if
equipped) racks. Always place oven racks in desired
location while oven/warm & serve drawer (if equipped) is
cool. If rack must be moved while oven is hot use
exitreme caution. Use potholders and grasp the rack
with both hands to reposition. Do not let potholders
contact the hot heating elements in the oven/warm &
serve drawer (if equipped). Remove all utensils from the
rack before moving.

+ Do not use the broiler pan without its insert. The
broiler pan and its insert allow dripping fat {o drain and
be kept away from the high heat of the broiler.

s Do not cover the broiler insert with aluminum foil.
Exposed fat and grease could ignite.

+ Do not touch a hot light bulb with a damp cloth.
Doing so could cause the bulb to break. Disconnect the
appliance or turn off the power to the appliance before
removing and replacing light bulb.

IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS FOR CLEANING
YOUR RANGE

s Clean the range regularly to keep all parts free of
grease that could catch fire. Exhaust fan ventilation
hoods and grease filiers should be kept clean. Do not
allow grease fo accumulate on hood or filter. Greasy
deposits in the fan could catch fire. When you are
flaming food under the hood, tum the fan on. Refer to the
hood manufacturer’s instructions for cleaning.

+ Kitchen cleaners and aerosols—Always follow the
manufacturer’s recommended directions foruse. Be
aware that excess residue from cleaners and aerosols
may ignite causing damage and injury.

SELF-CLEANING OVENS

s In the self-Cleaning cycle only clean the parts listed
in this Use and Care Guide.

oven, remove the broiler pan and any utensils or foods

from the oven.

» Do not use oven cleaners—No commercial oven
cleaner or oven liner protective coating of any kind
should be used in or around any part of the oven.



s Do not clean door gasket—The door gasket is
essential for a good seal. Care should be taken notto
rub, damage or move the gasket.

¢ Remove oven racks. Oven racks color will change if left
in the oven during a self-cleaning cycle.

Itis very important to make sure that all of the Surface Burner Heads, Surface Burner Caps and Surface Burner Graies are

installed correctly and at the correct locations.

1. Remove all packing tape fromcooktop area. Remove all
Burner Caps and Bumer Heads.

2. Discardall packing material located under Burner Heads
(ifapplicable).

3. Toreplace the Burner Heads & Caps, maich the letters
located under center of Burner Caps with the letters
located inside Burner Heads (Figure 1).

4. Match Bumer Skirts with Burmer Heads and Burner Caps
(see Figure 1). Replace the Burner Heads and Caps on
cooktop (see Figure 2). Carefully alignthe Electrodesinto
slot or hole of each Burner Head (Figure 3). Note: The
Burner Heads should sit flat on Cookiop Burner Skirts.

5. Unpack Burner Grates and position on the cooktop.

REMEMBER — DO NOT ALLOW SPILLS, FOOD,

Control Locations of the Gas Surface Burners
Your range is equipped with gas surface burners with
different BTH ratings. The ability to heat food quicker and
in larger volumes increases as the burner size increases.

The small SIMMER burner is best used for simmering
delicate sauces, etc. This bumerislocated at the right rear
burner position on the cooktop (see Figure 4).

The STANDARD bumer can be used for most surface
cooking needs. The 2 burners are located at the left front
position on the cooktop (see Figure 4).

The POWER burners are best used for bringing large
quantities ofliquid rapidly up to temperature or when preparing
larger quantities of food. The 2 POWER burmers are located
atthe rightfrontandleftrearburner positions on the cooktop
(see Figure 4).

Regardless of size, always select cockware that is suitable
for the amount and type of food being prepared. Select a
burner and flame size appropriate to the pan. Never allow
flames fo exiend beyond the outer edge of the pan.



Operating the Gas Surface Controls:

1. Place cooking utensil on surface burner.

2. Push the surface control knob down and turn counterclockwise out of the OFF
position.

3. Release the knob and rotate to the LITE position {see figure 1). Note: All four
electronic surfaceignitors will spark at the same time. However, only the burmeryou
are turning on will ignite.

4. Visually check that the burner has a flame.

5. Turn the control knob counterclockwise to the desired flame size. The control
knobs do nothave to be set at a particular setting. Use the knob indicator settings
to adjust the flame as needed. DO NOT cook with the surface control knob in the
LITE position. (The electronic ignitor will continue to spark if the knob is leftinthe

med LITE position.)

e \Te]] Do not place plastic items such as salt and pepper shakers, spoon holders or plastic wrappings on
top of the range when it is in use. These items could melt or ignite. Potholders, towels or wood spoons could catch fire
if placed too close 1o a flame.

Inthe eventof an electrical poweroutage, the surface burners can be lit manually. Tolight a surface burner, hold a lit maich
tothe burnerhead, then slowly turnthe surface control knob to LITE. After burnerlights turn the knob to desired setting. Use
caution when lighting surface burners manually.

Setting Proper Surface Burner Flame Size

For most cooking - start on the highest control setting and then tum to alower
one to complete the process. Use the recommendations below as a guide for
deterrining proper flame size for various types of cooking. The size and type of

_ _ Correct utensil used and the amount of food being cooked will influence the setting
‘!\ needed.
*Flame Size Type of Cooking
High Flame Start most foods; bring water to a boil; pan broiling.
Medium Flame Maintain a slow boil; thicken sauces, gravies; steaming.
Low Flame Keep foods cooking; poach; stewing.

For deep fat frying - use a thermometer and adjust the surface control knob
accordingly. If the fatis too cool, the food will absorb the fat and be greasy. lf the
fatis too hot, the food will brown so quickly that the center will be undercooked.
Do notattemptto deep fatfry too much food at once as the food will neither brown
nor cook propetly.

Never exiend the flame beyond the outer
edge of the utensil. Ahigherflame simply
wastes heat and energy, and increases
therisk of being burned by the gas flame.

*Note: Settings are based on using medium-weight metal or aluminum
pans. Settings may vary when using other types of pans. The color of the
flameisthekeytoproperburneradjustment. Agood flameis clear, blue andhardly
visible in a well-lighted room. Each cone of flame should be steady and sharp.
Adjust or clean burner if flame is yellow-orange.

Arranging Oven Racks

ALWAYS ARRANGE OVEN RACKS WHEN THE OVEN IS COOL (PRIOR TO OPERATING THE OVEN). Always use oven

mitts when the oven is hot.

Oven Vent Location
The oven vent is located in the center rear on the cookiop.
When the oven is on, warm air passes through the vent. This
venting is necessary for proper air circulation in the oven and
good baking resuits. DO NOT BLOCK OVEN VENT.
Never close off the openings with aluminum foil or any other
malerial.

Removing and Replacing Oven Racks
To remove, pullthe rack forward until it stops. Liftup
front of rack and slide out. To replace, fit the rack
onto the guides on the oven walls. Tilt the front of the
rack upward and slide the rack back into place.

Using the Warm & Serve Drawer

The purpose of the Warm & Serve Drawer is to keep hot cooked foods at serving temperature. Always start with hot food. It
is not recommended to heat cold food in the Warm & Serve Drawer. Al food placed in the Warm & Serve Drawer should be
covered with a lid or aluminum foil to maintain quality.

Do not use plastic wrap to cover food. Plastic may melt onto the drawer and be very difficult to clean. Use only utensils
and cookware recommended for oven use in the Warm & Serve Drawer.

Note: The Warm & Serve Drawer will not operate during the self-Clean cycle.

Recommended Warm & Serve Drawer settingstableis shown aside. If a particular
foodis notlisted, start with the MED setting. I more crispness is desired, remove
the lid or aluminum foil from the food.

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Broiling
Broiling is a method of cooking tender cuis of meat by direct heat under the broil element
of the oven.

Preheating

Preheating is suggesied when searing rare steaks. (Remove the broiler pan before
preheating. Foods will stick if placed on hot metal.) To preheat, set the control(s) to BROIL
as instructed in the Owner's Guide. Wait for the element to become red-hot, usuaily about
2 minutes. Preheatling is not necessary when broiling meats well-done.

Broil Stop Position

To Broil

Broil on side until the food is browned: turn and cook on the second side. Season and
serve. Always pull rack out to the "stop" position before turning or removing food.

Determine Broiling Times

Broiling times vary, so walch the food closely. Time not only depends on the distance from element, but on the thickness and
aging of meat, fat content and doneness preferred. The first side usually requires a few minutes longer than second. Frozen
meats also require additional time.

Broiling Tips
The broiler pan and its grid allow dripping grease o drain and be kept away from the
high heat of the broiler.

DO NOT use the pan without its grid. DO NOT cover the grid with foil. The
exposed grease could ignite.

TiQa\Uhile] ] Should an oven fire occur, close the oven door and turn off the
oven. If the fire continues, throw baking soda on the fire or use fire extinguisher. DO

Broiler Clean-Up Tips:

To make cleaning easier, line the bottom of the broiler pan with aluminum foil. DO

NOT cover the broiler grid with foil.

To prevent grease from baking on, remove the broiler pan from the oven as soon as cooking is compleied. Use hot pads
because the broiler pan is exirernely hot. Pour off grease. Soak the pan in HOT, soapy water.

Clean the broiler pan as soon as possible after each use. If necessary, use soap-filled steel wool pads. Heavy scouring may
scraich the grid.

«  DONOTuseovencleanersoroven protectivecoatingsin oraround any part
of the Self-Cleaning oven.

¢« DO NOT clean the oven door gasket. The woven material of the oven door
gasketis essential fora good seal. Care should be taken nottorub, damage
or remove the gasket.

= DO NOT use any cleaning matetials on the oven door gasket. Doing so
could cause damage.

s  Remove the broiler pan and insert, all utensils and any aluminumfoil.
These items cannot withstand high cleaning temperatures.

= Oven racks do nothave to be removed. If they are not removed during the
Self-Clean cycle their color will turn slightly blue and the finish will be dull.
After the cycle is complete and the oven has cooled, rub the sides of the
oven racks with wax paper or a cloth containing a small amount of salad
oil (this will make the racks glide easier into the rack position).

=  Hemove any excessive spillovers in the oven cavity before starting the
Seli-Cleaning cycle. To clean, use hot, soapy water and a cloth. Large
spillovers can cause heavy smoke or fire when subjected to high
temperatures. DO NOT allow food spills with a high sugar or acid content
(such as milk, tornatoes, sauerkraut, fruitjuices or pie filling) to remain on
the surface as they may leave a dull spot even after cleaning.

¢ (Clean any soil from the oven frame, the door liner outside the oven door
gasket and the small area at the front center of the oven bottom. These
areas heat sufficiently to burn soil on. Clean with soap and water.

NOTE: Prior to setting the Self-Clean cycle, any spills remaining on the oven
bottom should be removed.

What to Expect during Cleaning:

While the oven is in operation, the oven heats io temperatures much higher
than those used in normal cooking. Sounds of metal expansion and contrac-
tion are normal. Odor is also normal as the food soil is being removed.
Smoke may appear through the oven vent.

If heavy spillovers are not wiped up before cleaning, they may flame and
cause more smoke and odor than usual. This is normal and safe and should
not cause alarm. If available, use an exhaust fan during the self-cleaning
cycle,

NOTE: A smoke eliminator in the oven vent converts most of the soil into a
colotless vapor.
